	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE grades or above (to include English Language) and not less than a D in Maths, In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. You must be a keen and enthusiastic performer with lots of energy!
You will study 18 practical units across two years, 9 in each year.  These will be split evenly between Acting, Singing and Dance.  You will also get to study a wide range of specialist techniques.  In Acting you will study the basics and principles of this skill, as well as developing your improvisation technique.  Within Dance, you will look at jazz dance, tap and ballet.  In your Singing lessons, you will build a great repertoire of songs and selections from a wide variety of musical theatre shows.  As well as this, you will gain an understanding of the wider Performing Arts Industry.
This is a highly practical course, and you will be assessed throughout your classes, with some coursework also.
