	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths or a Diploma at level two in a related subject. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. You must also demonstrate a genuine enthusiasm for and commitment to this area of study.

The Diploma combines academic and practical work. You will do a work experience placement that will provide you with hands on skills development. You will also complete a number of projects based on the units you study, and you will cover functional skills in maths and english

Unit 2: Principles and Values in Practice – External assessment

Unit 3: Partnership Working – Internal assessment

Unit 4: Communication and Information Sharing –Internal assessment

Unit 5: Personal and Professional Development in the Work Environment – Internal assessment

Unit 6: Safeguarding and Protecting Individuals and Society – Internal assessment
Projects completed in College will be assessed by your teachers. There will be three externally set exams, two based on project work and one on-line exam.
The majority of students go onto Higher Education and complete further health and social care or early years i.e. Adult Nursing, Midwifery, Primary School Teacher, Children’s Nurse, Social Worker, Police and the Armed Forces. There are also many other professions you can enter.
