	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above to include GCSE English and not less than a D in Maths.  History and a language are not required, as all texts are studied in English. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.

Unit 1 Introduction to an aspect of Classical Civilisation 1

Here you study four comedy plays by Greek playwrights Menander and Plautus. Also studied will be the theatrical, religious, cultural and social contexts of the time. The plays are: ‘Old Cantankerous’ ‘The Ghost’, ‘The Rope’, ‘Amphitryo’. All are lively and enjoyable.

Unit 2  Introduction to an aspect of Classical Civilisation 2

Here you study selected books of Homer’s ‘Iliad’ which is the story of the Trojan War and is a mixture of fact, legend and myth. Characters include Achilles, Helen of Troy and the gods of Olympus.

This work set the conventions for dramatic and narrative Literature which are still followed today.
