At AS level the course focuses on the development and performance of your own choreography and performing within a duo/trio. You will begin to develop critical skills for the analysis of choreography and performance within your own work and in professional repertoire. 	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. Whilst having studied GCSE Dance, or an equivalent dance qualification achieved through a private dance school, is beneficial it is not an essential entry requirement, whereas a passion and commitment for dance will be key to your success.

AS Study:  Unit 1 Understanding Dance
This unit explores the field of dance in a range of topics including: 

The dancer as a performer gaining knowledge and understanding of the demands made in practise and performance on the dancer.  

The process and craft of choreography. 

The Significance of dances.
Unit 2 Choreography and Performance: You will explore the process of choreography from investigation and research of ideas through to outcome.  Physical and interpretive skills in relation to performance of the solo choreography. Performance skills within a duo/trio
Unit 1: Assessed through a written exam and is essay based. 1hr 30mins examination, 60 marks.  

Unit 2: Assessed through practical performance and a written reflective journal. 90 marks.  60 marks can be achieved through solo choreography and performance and 30 marks can be achieved through duo/trio choreography and performance.
