	AS / A2 Theatre Studies enables students to develop their interest in and enjoyment of drama and theatre. It is a two-year course, with AS being studied in the first year and A2 in the second year.

If you have a desire to work within the entertainment industry or want to go on to study Drama, Dance or Performing Arts, this would be an excellent course for you.
If you enjoy reading and writing plays and love going to the Theatre you should seriously consider Theatre Studies; it is an exciting and stimulating course of study which invites you to think critically about some of the most famous plays ever written and at the same time allows you to create original and innovate performance work through a devising process in the AS year and through rehearsal of your own choice of play in the A2 year.

If you study Theatre Studies you will be expected to attend extra-curricular performances and rehearsals. You will need to understand the importance of teamwork and ensemble productions.

If you study Theatre Studies you will need to choose other subjects that complement it. In the past students have chosen from the following: Performing Arts, English, Law, Psychology, Communication Studies, Media Studies and Music.

You need to have a passion for performing, enjoy reading plays and going to see theatre live on stage.

Structure of the Course:


	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration

Some experience of performance work will be highly beneficial.
AS Unit 1: Performance Practice: You will study two contrasting plays, and see a range of live theatre performances.  The majority of this unit is practical study of the places, and your performance work is assessed.  There is also written coursework to be completed within this unit.
AS Unit 2: Live Theatre Performance: You will be cast in a production of a play by your tutors.  You will then be directed, and arrive at a full production with set, costume, lighting, and sound, to be presented live on stage!  In addition you will perform a monologue or a duologue.  There is no written exam in the AS year.
A2 Unit 3: Theatre Case Studies: You will study two set texts, both practically, and in the form of a written exam.  Having seen more live theatre, you will also get the chance to decide on how you would direct your play, taking it from page to stage.  This unit is linked to the written exam in the A2 year.
A2 Unit 4: Devised Drama: You start with a blank page, and an empty room, and grow your ideas from there!  As a group, you will create your own original piece of theatre from scratch, and perform it in front of a live audience.
