	The Extended Project Qualification is both a free-standing qualification and an integral part of the AQA Baccalaureate Award.  It offers students a free project choice, so they can explore in depth

· an aspect of a subject you are studying, or 

· a topic in which you have a personal interest. 

The topic for the project is chosen by yourself and agreed by your teacher, who then acts as your supervisor. You have to show that you can Plan, deliver and present.
These are some of the titles which have been used by students who have completed their Extended Project at College. As you can see an extended project is an exciting opportunity for you to produce an assignment centred on an area of study of particular interest to you. 

Global Warming and the Great Barrier Reef, The Philosophy behind Japanese Manga, Domestic Violence and the case for baby P, Synthetic or Natural dyes – which are better for us? How ethical is stem cell research? Should we use animals for transplants? Mental illness and crime – how should we punish offenders? A virtual life – social networking on the internet, Do we really need probiotics? Fashion in the 1950’s – is it relevant today?

	Entry Requirements:  

Structure of the Course & Methods of Assessment:
	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. The EPQ will go with every A level you can do.  It does not require previous knowledge and provides you with an opportunity to demonstrate your skills and abilities outside of your mainstream subject

At the start of the project you will be given guidance on setting titles for yourselves and researching appropriate topics.  You will be taught how to undertake presentations, how to develop your ideas, how to research. But what you study is up to you!  

You will be asked to think of what you are interested in – this could be a university degree choice, a career aspiration, a hobby or an area of interest outside of your studies.  It could just be something which catches your attention.  You will then have to produce a project on this.  The project can be a written piece, a performance piece, an artefact (model or painting) or a piece of recorded music.  It is really up to you and your area of interest

Your extended project will be assessed externally by AQA examiners and graded at AS level.  You will receive UCAS points for your project as your would an AS level but your work is assessed at A level standard.
