In addition to this, you will explore technical considerations such as cinematography, lighting, sound and editing techniques.
 Unit 2   British & American Film    (Exam)
 In this examination you will answer three questions:

 * Producers and audiences of films- how films are financed, 
    distributed and promoted.
 * Topics in British Film- Issues in the British film industry.
