	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language and Art) and not less than a D in Maths. A folder of work is required if you have not studied Art & Design at GCSE Level. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.

There are 2 units to the Art & Design A Level course, 2 units of which are delivered as AS in Year 1 and a further 2 units delivered as A2 in Year 2.

AS Units

This award may be taken as a discrete qualification, or it may be the first-half of a full A Level qualification:

	This is a 2-year vocational programme and if you are committed to a career in Art or Design this course is for you. 

The course allows you to experience working across a variety of disciplines available within the Art and Design industries. You will develop your general and specialist practical Art and Design skills, exploring a wide range of materials, techniques and technologies. You will complete assignments, which involve both 2D and 3D work. Two-dimensional projects may include drawing, painting, graphic design, animation, illustration, photography, textile design and video work. Three-dimensional projects may include design and making in ceramics, sculpture, 3D product design (furniture). You will be asked to research, develop your ideas and then produce creative and individual work for each assignment. 

You will draw upon knowledge of relevant industries gained from visits to Art and Design studios & galleries as well as visits by professional artists, designers and craftspeople. You will also be invited to participate in residential and day field trips as part of your course. 	5 or more GCSE passes at grades A* - C, or a combination of these with a Merit or Distinction/Distinction* at BTEC First Diploma. GCSE A* - C in English is expected and Maths is also desirable. Due to the emphasis on practical art and design skills, applicants will need at least grade C in an Art & Design GCSE. All students who have not achieved Mathematics at grade C are expected to retake the subject as a supplement to their Level 3 timetable. For those students who have not studied GCSE Art there is a project set by the Department that they must complete and hand in, in order to secure a place. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.
Examples of the type of subjects within this course that you will be studying are:
· drawing, life drawing and painting 

· 3D design involving project work in a variety of materials e.g. wood, metal, ceramics, plastics and paper 

· art history from primitive to contemporary art including other cultures 

· fine art textile design
· graphic design including illustration, typography and advertising 

· photography involving the full use of the darkroom to develop and process black and white film 

· printmaking including silk screen printing, lino and mono-printing
