	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language and French) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. 
In the AS year, 2 topic areas are covered. These are Leisure and lifestyles, including Travel, Tourism, Leisure, Health, Customs and Traditions, and The Individual and Society which covers Education, Work, Relationships, Gender issues, Values and Trends, Peer groups, Fashions, and Responsibilities.

The assessment takes the form of a Speaking test, (40%), and a Reading Writing and Listening paper (60%). 

During the course you will learn to develop your understanding of the spoken word and to improve the accuracy and complexity of your French. You will develop critical insights into contemporary French society.
