Methods of Assessment:
	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.

The course studied is EDEXCEL. There are four modules: two at Advanced Supplementary Level and two at Advanced Level.

AS Modules:

· Unit 1     Global Challenges – looking specifically at a range of real world global issues in the physical and human environment.
· Unit 2     Geographical Investigations – examination of key topics and application of fieldwork techniques to draw relevant conclusions
Advanced Modules:

· Unit 3     Contested Planet – six topics to explore where the focus is on the use and management of key global resources.
· Unit 4     Geographical Research – a research based topic chosen by the group which culminates in a long essay question
There is no coursework but the syllabus has a strong emphasis on fieldwork to allow students to have a real understanding of key concepts and processes. One examination in each year has an expectation for students to draw down their knowledge of relevant fieldwork techniques and conclusions reached. Each module is examined by a separate module test. The unit tests are held in January and June of each year. Unit 1 is worth 60% of the AS marks and is taken in January of the first year, Unit is worth 40% of the AS mark and is taken in June of the first year. Unit 3 Is worth 60% of the A2 year and is taken in June and Unit 4 is worth 40% of the A2 marks and is taken in the final June of the course. The AS units may be used either as a final qualification, studied over one year, or as the first half (50%) of an Advanced Level qualification, studied over two years
