	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language and German) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. 
In the AS year, 2 main topic areas are covered. These are Leisure and Lifestyles, and The Individual in Society. The focus is on young people in Germany; however you will be encouraged to draw on your own experiences.

Assessment takes the form of a Speaking test (20%), a Listening paper and a Reading and Writing paper (30%)

During the course you will learn to develop your understanding of the spoken word and to improve the accuracy and complexity of your German. You will develop critical insights into contemporary German society.
