	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language, Graphic Design or Art and Design) and not less than a D in Maths. A folder of work is required for assessment if you have not studied Graphics/Art and Design at GCSE Level. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.

The course is made up of 4 units that explore all areas of Graphic Design: 
2 Units in Year 1 and 2 Units in Year 2.

AS Units

This award may be taken as a separate qualification, but it is usually taken as the first-half of a full A Level qualification.

Unit 1: You will produce a range of responses to internally-set coursework themes or projects. Your work  will be assessed internally and then externally moderated. As 60%  (30% of overall A2  mark).         
Unit 2: This is an externally set assignment, with a timed component of 5 hours. This will be internally marked and externally moderated. As 40%   (20% of overall A2 mark).

A2 Units

Taken together with the two AS units, it leads to a full A Level qualification:

Unit 3: Student-initiated Coursework project with a strong visual and written emphasis upon the influence of artists and designers you have studied and who have been influential in your work. These will be internally set and marked and externally moderated. (30% of overall A level mark)
Unit 4:Externally-set assignment. Externally set assignment with a timed component of 15 hours. The unit is internally marked and externally moderated.  (20% of overall A level mark)
