	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. Or alternatively you must have gained a Merit at BTEC First Health and Social Care. Previous experience of Child Development &/or Health and Social Care at School is helpful but not essential.
You will complete 3 units in the first year, with 2 units being internally assessed by coursework and 1 unit externally assessed by exams.

	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths or alternatively a merit in Intermediate Health and Social Care or BTEC First in Health and Social Care or Children’s Care Learning and Development. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. You must also demonstrate a genuine enthusiasm for and commitment to this area of study.

You will complete 18 units over 2 years. The BTEC Extended Diploma is equivalent to 3 A levels. You will undertake work placement and this will support your learning and assessment.

Core units include:

Developing Effective Communication in Health and Social Care 

This unit offers learners opportunities to explore and develop the skills of effective interpersonal interaction and communication essential to the operation of health and social care services.

Equality, Diversity and Rights in Health and Social Care 

This unit investigates how equality, diversity and rights are central to the effective operation of health and social care services. It explores discriminatory practice and its potential effects on patients/service users

Development Through the Life Stages 
This unit develops understanding of the different life stages and how people grow and develop. It requires you to reflect on the importance of a variety of factors and major life events on the development of individuals, and to consider the nature-nurture debate. 

Fundamentals of Anatomy and Physiology for Health and Social Care 

This provides you with a clear understanding of fundamental aspects of the anatomy and physiology of human body systems. Learners will gain an overview of the gross anatomy and function of all human body systems before investigating selected body systems in greater depth.

Personal and Professional Development in Health and Social Care 

You will initially explore factors that affect learning, then plan and monitor your own personal and professional development and reflect on their development. 

Other units include:

· Sociological Perspectives for Health and Social Care 

· Psychological Perspectives for Health and Social Care 

· Values and Planning in Social Care 

· Caring for Children and Young People 

· Supporting and Protecting Adults 

· Nutrition for Health & Social Care
This course is 100% course work consisting of 18 units. Your course will use a wide range of assessment methods including, projects, assignments, case studies and coursework.
