	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. It is not necessary to have any previous knowledge of Law in order to take this course.

· Police Powers

· Alternative Methods of Dispute Resolution

· Personnel of the Law

· Courts and Appeals

· Access to Justice

· The Sentences of the Court and Its Aims

· The Sources of Law – Legislation, Delegated Legislation, Statutory Interpretation, Law Reform

A2 (Year 2) 
· Criminal Law – Murder, manslaughter, assault, theft & robbery and burglary and all the defences e.g. Insanity, Self defence, Intoxication etc.
· Non-fatal offences e.g. Assault, Battery, ABH & GBH and the defence of consent
Assessment is by written examination.  
This is a modular course - two modules are taken in Year 1, in January (1 hour) and June (2 hours). There are also two modules in Year 2 examined by two exams in June. These modules can be retaken if necessary.

Course tutors adopt a student-centred approach to teaching, employing a variety of teaching styles and methods.  Court visits and visiting speakers will also feature in the programme.  The average size of a group is 18 or above.
