	AS / A2 Music Technology enables students to develop their interest in and enjoyment of the technical side of music rather than performance. It is a two-year course, with AS being studied in the first year and A2 in the second year.

If you have a desire to work with technology within the entertainment industry or wish to study Music Technology at this level and/or beyond, this would be an excellent course for you.
Music Technology is an exciting and stimulating course of study which invites you to develop a wide range of skills involving sequence MIDI, sequence audio, record live instruments, produce CDs and compose using music technology.
Students will have opportunities to build understanding of the technical processes and principles which underpin effective use of music technology and comment on this in writing.
There are many opportunities to study music technology in higher education and many career possibilities for those proficient in handling music technology. GCE in Music Technology has been widely accepted by higher education providers and the Edexcel examination course will provide valuable experience and preparation for students aiming to study at a higher level.

	Entry Requirements:

Structure of the Course and methods of assessment

	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language) and not less than a D in Maths, a grade C or above in GCSE Music would be preferable. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. Some experience of music technology will be highly beneficial.
AS Unit 1: Music Technology Portfolio 1: Students will learn and use a variety of music technology skills in order to successfully complete this unit, producing a CD entitled Music Technology Portfolio 1. MIDI sequencing and multi-track recording are key components assessed through practical work.
AS Unit 2: Listening And Analysing: This unit provides students with an opportunity to study the styles most common in popular music. An overview of all popular musical styles from 1910 will be required and assessment takes the form of a two hour listening examination at the end of the year.
A2 Unit 3: Music Technology Portfolio 2: This unit builds upon the skills acquired in Unit 1 and extends these to involve a composition task. Detailed study will be carried out in the development of technology-based music. Students will produce an audio CD entitled Music Technology Portfolio 2 containing three tracks of work involving sequenced integrated performance, multi-track recording and music technology composition respectively.
A2 Unit 4: Analysing And Producing: Students will be expected to demonstrate their knowledge of music and the principles of music technology through a series of written commentaries, manipulations and production tasks using material provided.
