This course specialises in Photography, which includes practical and critical/contextual work in one or more of the following areas: portraiture, documentary, photo-journalism, still life, environmental or experimental photography imagery. You will be encouraged to experiment with ideas and different materials, you will use your existing skills which will be extended and developed. You will be encouraged to develop your own individual style by examining the work of other Photographers and artists and you will visit a range of Art Galleries and be involved in photographic field trips.

	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language, and an art related subject) and not less than a D in Maths.  A passion and commitment for photography will be key to your success.
There are 4 units to the Photography A Level course, 2 units of which are delivered as AS in Year 1 and a further 2 units delivered as A2 in Year 2.

AS Units

This award may be taken as a discrete qualification, or it may be the first-half of a full A Level qualification:

Unit 1: Coursework: AS 60%. Internally set and marked, externally moderated

Unit 2: Externally Set Assignment: AS 40%. Internally marked, externally moderated

You will study from the following themes, subjects such as portraiture, documentary, photo-journalism, still life, environmental or experimental photography imagery. Photoshop CS4 will be used to enhance and manipulate your imagery.
A2 Units Taken together with the two AS units, it leads to a full A Level qualification:
Unit 3: Coursework and Personal Study: A2 level 60%. Internally set and marked, externally moderated

Unit 4: Independent Study: A2 level 40%. Internally marked, externally moderated.
