	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language and Spanish) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. 
Topics related to “Leisure and Lifestyles” and “The Individual and Society” will be studied during the AS year with reference to Spanish speaking countries as well as in a wider, global context.
The assessment takes the form of a Speaking test (20%), and a Listening, Reading and Writing paper (30%).
During the course you will learn to develop your understanding of the spoken word and to improve the accuracy and complexity of your Spanish. You will also develop critical insights into contemporary issues.
