	Entry Requirements:  

Structure of the Course and Methods of Assessment:


	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language, Textiles or Art and Design) and not less than a D in Maths. A folder of work is required for assessment if you have not studied Textiles/Art and Design at GCSE Level. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.

Year 1   AS Level

The AS qualification consists of two units worth 50 % of the full Advanced GCE qualification. Students will  explore a range of materials and techniques in workshop based lessons and eventually specialise in their own area within textiles. Students will research artists and designers, experiment with materials and their ideas and produce final outcomes.  
· As Unit 1 is assessed by coursework portfolio.  60% (AS) and 30% of overall  A Level mark
· AsUnit 2 is assessed by controlled assignment. 40% (AS) and 20% of overall A Level mark
At A2 students are required to work with more independence and in more depth with the quality of the product has greater emphasis.

· A2 Unit 3 is assessed by personal investigation. 60% (30% of overall A Level mark).
