	You will be expected to have a minimum of 5 GCSE C grades or above (to include English language and Urdu) and not less than a D in Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration.
The 2 Units studied in AS cover: 

Youth culture and concerns, Lifestyle: health and fitness, The world around us: travel, tourism, environmental issues and the Urdu speaking world, Education and employment.  
· Unit 1 - Spoken Expression and Response in Urdu on the chosen topic from the general topic      
                    areas listed above, enabling students to develop language skills to communicate and

                    Confidently on different issues and concerns. 
· Unit 2 - Understanding and Written Response enhancing  listening, reading and writing skills
                    in Urdu involving the general topic areas mentioned above.
During the course students will learn to develop their understanding of spoken and written Urdu and improve the accuracy and complexity of Urdu text and its interpretation. They will develop critical insight into contemporary society of South Asian Subcontinent.
