The Applied AS/A2 in Travel & Tourism will provide you with transferable skills that you can apply not only to the travel industry but also to the retail, business, sales and service related sectors.  Last year 27 million people visited the UK and spent in excess of £13 billion pounds and by 2010, travel and tourism is expected to be our country’s largest service industry and will need in excess of 1 million additional workers. Likewise the growth of international tourism is on the increase and there is a worldwide shortage of suitably qualified staff to lead the industry in the 21st century.

All students who enrol on this course are expected to participate in an overseas residential visit.  This visit is partially subsidised by the college, however you will be expected to contribute to this, and a range of other trips and visits that enhance your studies.

If you study Travel and Tourism as a double award you will need to choose one other subject at AS level.  In the past our students have chosen from the following: Performance Studies, Communication Studies, Business Studies, Modern Foreign languages, Sociology, Geography, Law and ICT.

The AS units you will study will give you an overview of the industry and build a sound knowledge of travel and tourism issues.  From this base you can progress and build a deeper understanding from the A2 units.  Following your success you can either apply to go to university for further study in Tourism Management, Hospitality Management, International Travel, Marketing and a range of other courses. Human Resources - a valuable unit to help prepare you for the world of work

The two examined units are Tourism Development and Marketing

Recent visits have included New York, Palma, Venice, Prague and Barcelona.
