	This is a one-year vocationally based general Art and Design course. The course allows you to experience working across a variety of disciplines available within the Art and Design Industries. It is ideal for those students wishing to pursue a career in these Industries.
You will develop your general practical Art and Design skills, exploring a wide range of materials, techniques and technologies.  You will draw upon knowledge gained through visits to Galleries and Art and Design Industries for example: Professional Design and Artists/Designers Studios to aid the development of your own Art and Design skills. 

The course is made up mainly of practical based art and design projects and aims to develop your knowledge, skills and basic understanding of the various ways of working in Art, Craft and Design.  Areas studied include:

· Graphic Design / Illustration 

· Textiles / Fashion / Surface Design

· Two Dimensional Fine Art /Painting, Drawing, Print, Digital Photography, etc

Method of Assessment:
	You will be expected to have at least three D grades (including Art & Design or Art-related subjects and English Language) with the remaining subjects being typically not less than E grade, including Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. There are exceptions and a good portfolio of work together with a committed attitude will also be taken into consideration. A serious commitment to Art and Design is required for this full-time one year course.
The course is made up of variety of professionally based projects covering the six units. These projects allow you to explore a wide range of areas in Art and Design, followed by a more focused approach in your chosen specialist pathway.

To enhance your studies there are field trips to galleries, exhibitions and events such as: trips to the Tate Modern, Tate Liverpool, The Liverpool Biennial Contemporary Art Exhibition and residential trips to cities such as London and Edinburgh.

The course is taught through a series of vocationally set projects covering a range of art and design areas followed by project work in your chosen specialist area.  During each project students produce a portfolio of artwork and other evidence that cover the 6 units.  

This Course is vocational, i.e. relating to the workplace.  One of the mandatory units looks at employment opportunities and looks at case studies of people at work in Art, Craft and Design.
