	You will be expected to have at least three D grades (one of which should be in English Language) with the remaining subjects being typically not less than E grade, including Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. You should be well motivated and have a genuine interest in the subject.  

You must successfully complete six units.  This includes six assignments one of which is externally assessed. 

· Exploring Business Purposes – Begins to develop our knowledge and understanding of the importance of businesses and how they operate.

· Developing Customer Relations – Will develop and broaden our understanding of customer service in different businesses.

· Investigating Financial Control – Looks at the financial aspects of running a business, starting with an investigation into the types of costs that different businesses will incur.

· People in Organisations – We are introduced to the importance of the roles people have and to the contribution individuals and groups make to the effectiveness of organisations.

· Business Online – Here we are introduced to some of the types of online business activity, ranging from websites as merely `passive brochure ware` to those offering interactive product customisation and on-line buying.

· Starting a small business – He we are able to consider our ability to run the business we choose.  We examine our skills we have to support our business idea and what personal development we may have to undertake in order for the venture to be successful
