	You will be expected to have at least three D grades (which should be in English Language and Science) with the remaining subjects being typically not less than E grade, including Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. Students should be well motivated and organised. A good record of achievement is also important for entry onto this course.
You will cover six units in this level 2 course and study aspects of the three sciences of Biology, Chemistry and Physics.  It is a one-year course, successful completion of which will allow you to progress onto a level three science course such as the BTEC National Diploma.

You will begin the course by learning to work accurately in the laboratory and you will develop expertise in the practical skills special to each area of science.  Your knowledge and understanding of Chemistry, Earth Science and of Physical Sciences will be developed through laboratory and portfolio tasks under the guidance of the teacher.  Biological topics include how the human body works, human health, genes and how living things interact with each other and their environments.  

You will also look at how people with scientific skills are employed in industry and the way that scientific industries operate.  You will be able to consider how a science idea has developed through to a successful emerging technology.
