	You will be expected to have at least three D grades (one of which should be in English Language) with the remaining subjects being typically not less than E grade, including Maths. In all cases individual circumstances will be taken into consideration. The Edexcel Level 2 BTEC Diploma in IT is a practical, work-related course and you learn by completing projects and assignments that are based on realistic workplace situations, activities and demands. It introduces you to the employment area of Information and Communication Technology and provides a good basis to go on to a more advanced work-related qualification.

The Edexcel Level 2 BTEC Diploma in IT is equivalent to four GCSEs grades A*– C and is normally taken as a full-time course.  Units studied on the course are:
· Communicating in the IT Industry

· Working in the IT Industry

· Computer Systems

· Customising Software

· Database Design

· Computer Graphics

· Spreadsheet Software
Each student must complete seven units, which are graded at pass, merit or distinction level. This work will be assessed by your College teachers and then moderated by the exam board, Edexcel.
