	You need to have GCSE Mathematics at grade D, or have passed L2 Numeracy. Students who do not have these entry qualifications follow the Level 1 or Level 2Numeracy course in their first year.
This is a one year revision course with the emphasis placed on improving performance in problem areas, and examination technique. Module 1 (Handling Data) is taken in November, Module 3 (Number and Algebra) is taken in March and the terminal Module 5 is taken in June. 

Some students will be offered the opportunity to enter for the November resits.
