	Students should have already gained a D grade in Science GCSE to enrol onto the GCSE Science course.
Aspects of Biology, Chemistry and Physics are covered in the teaching and coursework, and carry equal weighting.
Topic areas covered in teaching are:

· Human Biology
Topics covered include the healthy body, responding to changes in the environment, and defence against infectious disease.
· Products from Rocks
Oils, Earth and Atmosphere
Topics include the extraction of metals, obtaining fuels from crude oil, the production of polymers and Earth and atmosphere.
· Energy and electricity
Radiation and the Universe

Topics include the transfer of heat energy, generating electricity, the electromagnetic spectrum and the origins of the Universe.
Coursework
